1.0 JPL invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for complete civil, structural & 

architectural works  package for 2400 MW (4 X 600 MW) O P Jindal Super 
Thermal Power Plant situated in Tamnar, District Raigarh, State of Chhattisgarh, 
India, as per the scope of work mentioned herein after. 

 
2.0 Scope of Work :- The brief scope of Work is as under:  

 

Execution of complete civil, structural & architectural works  package of power 
house building, Boiler and auxiliaries area, Pump houses, Pre-treatment and DM 
Plant buildings, Ash Handling area, PT and DM plant building auxiliary buildings 
piling including mobilizing, supply of materials, manpower, equipments tools and 
tackles and consumable required for all civil, structural & architectural works for 
4 X 600 MW O P Jindal Super Thermal Power Plant at Raigarh for Jindal Power 
Limited (JPL). 
 

3.0 Qualifying requirement, benefits/ exemptions to supplies for this package as per 
provisions of Government of India Notifications for Mega Power Project, Cost of 
bidding documents and requirements regarding Bid security etc are elaborated 
below:

5.0 All bids must be accompanied by Bid Security for an amount equivalent to Indian 
Rs.8,00,00,000 (Rupees Eight Crore only), either in bid currency or in US Dollars 
as per the performa of Bid Guarantee attached in Section-I, Condition of Contract 
of Bid Documents. If the Bid Price is quoted in more than one currency, the Bid 
Security shall be in US Dollars. Bids not accompanied by the requisite Bid 
Security in a separate sealed envelope or bids accompanied by the Bid Security 
of inadequate value shall not be entertained and in such cases, bids shall be 
returned to the Bidders without being opened. 

 
 
6.0 Benefits/Exemptions to suppliers for Mega Power Projects 
 

This project fulfils the laid down criteria for Mega Power Project status subject to 
fulfilment of certain requirement as existing under the law and JPL expect 
concession in Custom Duties, Excise Duty, Sales Tax etc. Accordingly, supplies of 
goods for this package will be eligible for benefits/ exemptions as per provisions 
of relevant notifications of the Govt. of India. 
 
In respect of excise duty, the Owner will provide the certificate of Mega Power 
Plant to the Contractor along with Project Authority Certificate specifying various 
items/quantities/values for procurement of various materials required for 
completion of the civil, structural & architectural works covered in this Contract. 
This Project Authority Certificate shall be issued to the Contractor for each 
procurement by the Authorized person of the Owner. Once the Owner provides 
the said certificate, it is the responsibility of the Contractor to get 
exemption/refund on this account from the concerned department. However, the 
Owner shall provide all necessary assistance and guidance to the Contractor in 
getting the necessary certificate from the concerned department/the Ministry. 
The Contractor will inform the Owner the date by which they require the mega 
power certificate from the Owner. If the Owner fails to provide the mega power 
plant certificate to the Contractor, in such case, the Excise Duty alongwith 
Education Cess (if applicable) shall be reimbursed by the Owner after receipt of 
documentary evidence from the Contractor. However, in such case, any increase 
in other taxes and duties shall be on account of the Contractor.    
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7.0 Qualifying requirement for Bidders 
 

In addition to the requirement stipulated in Clause 13.2.1 (e) under Part-B, 
Instruction to Bidders (ITB) of Section- I: Condition of Contract, the Bidder 
should also meet the qualifying requirement stipulated hereunder: 
 

i) The average turn over of the Bidder during the preceding best three out of last 
five  completed financial years as on date of the bid opening shall not be less 
than Indian Rupees 300 Crores (Rupees Three hundred Crores).  

 

ii) The average Internal resource generation of the bidder during the preceding 
three completed financial years as on date of the bid opening shall not be less 
than Indian Rupees 30 Crores (Rupees Twenty Five Crores) 

      And  
iii) The Bidder must have experience of executing similar works in atleast 2 (two) 

250 MW or above power plant in last five years.  
      And 
iv) The Bidder must have executed single contract of similar work of value of 

around Indian Rupees 100 Crores (Rupees One Hundred Crores), excluding cost 
of cement, reinforcement steel & Structural steel in last five years. 

 

      Or 
 The Bidder must have executed two contracts of similar work with value of each 

contract around Indian Rupees 50 Crores (Rupees Fifty Crores), excluding cost of 
cement, reinforcement steel & Structural steel in last five years. 

 

Notwithstanding anything stated above, the Owner reserves the right to assess 
the Bidder's capability to perform the work, should the circumstances warrant 
such assessment in the overall interest of the Owner. 

 

8.0 JPL reserves the right to reject any or all bids or cancel/withdraw the Invitation 
for Bids (IFB) without assigning any reason whatsoever and in such case no 
Bidder/intending Bidder shall have any claim arising out of such action. 

 

9.0 A complete set of Bid Documents may be purchased by any interested Bidder on 
submission of written application and payment (non-refundable) of the cost of 
the documents as mentioned at clause 4.0 above in the form of a crossed 
Account Payee Demand Draft in favour of Jindal Power Limited payable 
at New Delhi. Issuance of Bid Documents to any Bidder shall not construe that 
such Bidder is considered to be qualified. Bids shall be submitted and opened at 
the address given in clause 4.0 above in the presence of Bidder’s representative 
who choose to attend.    

 

10.0 The complete Bidding Documents are also available (during bid selling time only) 
at our website http://www.jindalpower.com. Interested bidders can download 
the Bidding Documents and commence preparation of bids to gain time. 
However, they will be required to purchase the Bid Documents from the address 
given in clause 4.0 above, which will be duly authenticated by the executive 
issuing the documents. In case of any discrepancy between the documents 
downloaded by the prospective bidder and the Bid documents (hard copy) issued 
by JPL official, the latter shall prevail. 
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disclosing the details concerning the principal on whose authority he is 
signing the bid will be rejected. 

 
vii) Satisfactory evidence of authority of the person(s) signing on behalf of 

the Bidder shall invariably be furnished with the bid. 
 

viii) The Bidder's name stated on the proposal shall be the exact legal name of 
the firm. 

 
ix) Erasures or other changes in the Bid document including the proposal 

document shall be over the initials of the persons signing the Bid. 
 

x) Bids not conforming to the above requirements of signing may be 
disqualified. 

 
14.3 Procedure for submission of bids 
 

(i)  The Bidder shall seal the original and each copy of the bid in separate 
envelopes duly marking the envelopes as "ORIGINAL BID" and "COPY' NO 
[number]". The bid security furnished in accordance with ITB Clause12.0 
shall be sealed in a separate envelope duly marking the envelope as “BID 
SECURITY”. The Certificate Regarding Acceptance of Important 
Conditions as per Clause13.2.1(h) duly signed and stamped by the Bidder, 
shall also be sealed in a separate envelope. 

 
(ii)  The bid shall be submitted in separate sealed envelopes as described 

below:

guaranteed parameters, drawings, catalogue, design 
features, write up and various information pertaining to 
Qualifying requirements. 

 
Envelope No. 2  This envelope shall be superscribed ‘Price Bid for Jindal 

Power Ltd., O P Jindal Super Thermal Power Plant (4X600 
MW), Raigarh, Chhattisgarh, India” and shall contain the 
Price Schedule. 

 
Envelope No. 3 This envelope shall be superscribed “Bid Security”. 
 
Envelope No. 4 This envelope shall be superscribed “The Certificate 

Regarding Acceptance Of Important Conditions”. 
 
Envelope No. 5 This envelope shall contain a CD Rom having complete offer 

in soft copy”.

(v) The Bidder has the option of sending the bids by courier or registered 

post or submitting the bids in the person and shall ensure that the Bid 
shall reach to the Owner by the date and time stipulated. Submission of 
Bids by Fax/Telex/e-mail will not be accepted. 

 
(vi) The Owner reserves the right to reject any bid which is not submitted 

according to the instructions stipulated above. 
 

(vii) Cutting in The Bid: The bid shall preferably not contain any cutting, 
erasures, overwriting etc. If any error is made while preparing the bid, 
the Bidder will cut the error and write separately with his signatures 
instead of erasing or overwriting.  

 
 

15.0 DEADLINE  FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS  
 
15.1 Bids must be received by the Owner at the address specified under ITB 

Clause14.3 (iv) no later than the time and date stated in the IFB. In the event 
of the specified date for submission of bids being declared a holiday for the 
Owner, the bids will be received, up to the appointed time on the next 
working day. 

 
15.2 The Owner may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for submission of bids 

by amending the bidding documents in accordance with ITB Clause11.0, in 
which case all rights and obligations of the Owner and Bidders will thereafter 
be subject to the deadline as extended. 

 
 
16.0 LATE BIDS 

 
16.1 Any bid received by the Owner after the bid submission deadline prescribed 

by the Owner, pursuant to ITB, clause15.0, may be rejected and returned 
unopened to the Bidder. 
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17.0 VALIDITY OF BID 
 
17.1 Bid shall remain open for acceptance by the Owner for a period of Six (6) 

months from the last date of submission of the Bid.  During this period the 
Bidder shall not withdraw or amend his Bid. A bid valid for a shorter period 
shall be rejected by the Owner as being non-responsive. 

 
17.2 The quoted prices should remain firm till completion of the Contract except 

variation in price of diesel. The variation in Prices on account of variation in 
Price of diesel  shall be calculated on  the basis of formula enclosed herewith 
as Annexure-J  

 
17.3 Notwithsanding Clause 17.1 above, the Owner may obtain the Bidder’s 

consent to extend the validity period of his Bid, as required.  The request and 
response thereto shall be made in writing.  If a Bidder accepts to extend the 
period of validity, the bid security shall also be suitably extended. The Bidder 
may refuse the request without forfeiting its bid security. The Bidder 
accepting the request will not be permitted to modify his Bid. 

 
18.0 MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 
 
18.1 The Bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after submission, provided that 

written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the Owner 
prior to the deadline prescribed for bid submission. 

 
18.2 Other provisions concerning the marking and dispatch of bid modifications 

shall be in accordance with ITB clause14.0. 
 
18.3 The Bidder wishing to withdraw its bid shall notify the Owner in writing prior 

to the deadline prescribed for bid submission. The notice of withdrawal shall 
 

a) be addressed to the Owner  at the address specified and 
 
b) bear the IFB number, and the words "BID WITHDRAWAL 

NOTICE." Bid withdrawal notices received after the bid submission 
deadline will be ignored and the submitted bid will be deemed to 
be a validly submitted bid. 

 
18.4 No bid will be withdrawn during the period between the bid submission 

deadline and the expiration of the bid validity period. Withdrawal of a bid 
during this period may result in the Bidder's forfeiture of its bid security. 
 

19.0 BID PRICE 
 
19.1 The Bidder shall quote in his bid the total price for the entire scope of works 

covered under the Bid Documents as required in the Bid Price Proposal 
Sheets, which shall be firm and final inclusive of escalation except variation in 
price of diesel. In respect of basis of bid price, the Bidder is advised to refer 
Clause 5.0 of Part-C, GCC of this section-I of Condition of Contract. In respect 
of taxes & duties, Clause 3.2 of Part-C, GCC of this section-I shall remain 
applicable. 
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20.0 BID CURRENCIES  
 
20.1 Prices shall be quoted in the following currencies  
 

a) Supply of Equipment including spares and tools and tackles shall be 
quoted in any currency. Domestic Bidder while quoting in foreign 
currency must comply with the requirement as laid down by Govt. of 
India from time to time. 

 
b) Port handling, port clearance, port charges for the imported goods, 

further loading and inland transportation for delivery at Site, inland 
transit insurance, unloading, storage, handling at Site, installation, 
insurance covers, testing commissioning and conducting PG test  
shall be quoted in local currency. However, foreign component, if 
any, of installation services may be quoted in foreign currency. 

 
c) If the Bidder wishes to be paid in a combination of amounts in 

different currencies, it may quote its price accordingly, but use not 
more than three foreign currencies. 

 
21.0 QUANTITIES 
 
21.1 The quantities of items indicated in Section-II are only provisional and the 

Owner reserves the right of revising the same at the time of bid evaluation/ 
pre award stage. 

 
21.2 The Owner also reserves the right to split the quantities and to entrust the 

order to one or more bidders. The bidder shall agree to supply part quantities 
ordered on him at the rates/price mentioned in his bid and accepted by the 
Owner . 

 
22.0 SPARE PARTS 
 
22.1 The Bidder shall provide unit prices of the mandatory spares, the list of which 

has been provided in the bid specifications, in the price schedule enclosed in 
the Bid Documents. The mandatory spare parts prices shall be firm and shall 
not be subject to escalation and shall not be included in the total Price but 
indicated separately in the schedules. The Owner reserves the right after 
evaluation and at the time of award to vary the quantity of any of the spares 
and/or to delete any item of spares altogether or add new items of spares 
during award/detailed engineering stage at the unit rates agreed to in the 
Contract or to be agreed mutually in case unit rates are not identified in the 
Bid/ Contract. 

 
22.2 In addition, the Bidder shall provide based on his own experience of the 

performance of his equipment, in the form of a schedule given in Bid 
Proposal Sheets, the complete list of recommended spare parts for three (3) 
years operation of the equipment covered under the proposal. The 
recommended spare prices shall be firm and shall not be subject to escalation 
and shall not be included in the total price but indicated separately in the 
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schedules. In the list of recommended spare parts, the Bidder shall identify 
the unit-wise population alongwith price break-up of each of the items 
recommended and anticipated normal life of the spares. The Owner have the 
option to either procure the recommended spares along with main equipment 
or later on.  

 
22.3 The prices of spares (mandatory and recommended) quoted by the Bidder 

shall remain valid upto 3 years from the date of Commissioning and the 
owner shall have the right to place the order of spares upto 3 years period 
from the date of Commissioning at the same price. The prices of all future 
requirements of Spares beyond three (3) years period will be mutually agreed 
but such prices shall, in no case, be higher than those agreed with the most 
preferred customers. 

 
23.0 CONTRACT QUALITY ASSURANCE 
 
23.1 The Bidder shall include in his proposal the Quality Assurance Programme 

containing the overall quality management and procedures, which he 
proposes to follow in the performance of the Works during various phases as 
detailed in relevant clause of the Technical Specifications. 

 
23.2 At the time of Award of Contract, the detailed Quality Assurance Programme 

to be followed for the execution of the Contract will be mutually discussed 
and agreed to and such agreed programme shall form a part of the Contract. 

 
24.0 MAINTENANCE TOOLS AND TACKLES 
 
24.1 The proposal shall include all special tools and tackles required for the 

operation and maintenance of the equipment to be supplied and erected by 
the Bidder. The Bidder shall indicate all the above items in the Bid Proposal 
Sheets in the form of a schedule giving therein the description, quantity and 
price of each item. These tools and tackles shall be delivered at site along 
with the consignment of corresponding equipment. 

 
25.0 OPENING OF BIDS BY OWNER   

 
25.1 The Owner will open all bids in the presence of bidders' representatives who 

choose to attend the opening at the time, on the date and at the place 
specified in clause 4.0 of IFB. Bidders' representatives shall sign a register as 
proof of their attendance. In the event of the specified date for the opening 
of bids being declared a holiday for the Owner, the bids will be opened at the 
appointed time on the next working day. 

 
25.2 Bidders' names, Bid prices, the presence of any alternative Bid, the presence 

or absence of requisite bid security and other such details as the Owner, at 
its discretion, may consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening. 
Late bids and/or bids not accompanied by the 'Certificate Regarding 
Acceptance of Important Conditions' in a separate sealed envelope and/or 
Bids not accompanied by requisite bid security in a separate sealed envelope 
will be rejected and returned unopened to the Bidder. 
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25.3 The Owner will prepare minutes of meeting of the bid opening. 
 
26.0 CLARIFICATION OF BIDS 
 
26.1 During bid evaluation, the Owner may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a 

clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be 
in writing, and no change in the price or substance of the bid shall be sought, 
offered or permitted. 

 
27.0 PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION OF BIDS 
 
27.1 The Owner will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, 

whether any computational errors have been made, whether required 
sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly 
signed, and whether the bids are generally in order. 

 
27.2 The Owner will determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidders are qualified 

to satisfactorily perform the Contract in terms of the qualifying requirements 
stipulated in clause 7.0 of IFB and clause 13.2.1 (e) of ITB. 

 
27.3 The determination will take into account the Bidder's financial, technical and 

production capabilities, delivery/commissioning schedule, in particular its 
contract, work in hand, future commitments and current litigation. It will be 
based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder's 
qualifications submitted by the Bidder alongwith its bid, as well as such other 
information as the Owner deems necessary and appropriate. 

 
27.4 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a 

discrepancy between the unit price and the total price, which is obtained by 
multiplying the unit price and quantity, or between subtotals and the total 
price, the unit or subtotal price shall prevail, and the total price shall be 
corrected. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in 
words will prevail. If the Bidder does not accept the correction of errors, its 
bid will be rejected and the bid security will be forfeited. 

 
27.5 The Owner may waive any minor informality, nonconformity or irregularity in 

a bid that does not constitute a material deviation, whether or not identified 
by the Bidder in deviation sheet of its bid, and that does not affect the 
relative ranking of any Bidder as a result of the technical and commercial 
evaluation, pursuant to ITB clauses 28.0 and 29.0. 

 
27.6 Prior to the detailed evaluation, the Owner will determine whether each bid is 

of acceptable quality, is generally complete and is substantially responsive to 
the bidding documents. For purposes of this determination, a substantially 
responsive bid is one that conforms to all the terms, conditions and 
specifications of the bidding documents without material deviations, 
objections, conditionalities or reservations. A material deviation, objection, 
conditionality or reservation is one (i) that affects in any substantial way the 
scope, quality or performance of the contract; (ii) that limits in any 
substantial way, inconsistent with the bidding documents, the Owner 's rights 
or the successful Bidder's obligations under the contract; or (iii) whose 
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rectification would unfairly affect the competitive position of other Bidders 
who are presenting substantially responsive bids. 

 
27.7 No deviation, whatsoever, is permitted by the Owner to the provisions 

relating to the following clauses (Important Conditions):  
 

27.7.1 Arbitration (Clause 46.0  of GCC, Part-C). 
27.7.2 Defect Liability (Clause 34.0 of GCC, Part-C) 
27.7.3 Force Majeure Conditions (Clause 23.0 of GCC, Part-C). 
27.7.4 Insurance (Clause 28.0 of GCC, Part-C). 
27.7.5 Bid Security Amount (EMD) (Clause 12.0 of ITB, Part-B). 
27.7.6 Validity of Bids (Clause 17.0 of ITB, Part-B). 

 
27.8 The Owner's determination of a bid's responsiveness is to be based on the 

contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence. If a bid is not 
substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Owner and may not 
subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the 
nonconformity 

 
27.9 Conversion to Single Currency  
 

To facilitate evaluation and comparison, the Owner will convert all bid prices 
expressed in the amounts in various currencies in which the bid price is 
payable to Indian Rupees at the Bills Selling Exchange Rate established by 
State Bank of India at the date of Opening of Bids.   

 
28.0 TECHNICAL EVALUATION 
 
28.1 The Owner will carry out a detailed evaluation of the bids previously 

determined to be substantially responsive in order to determine whether the 
technical aspects are in accordance with the requirements set forth in the 
bidding documents. In order to reach such a determination, the Owner  will 
examine and compare the technical aspects of the bids on the basis of the 
information supplied by the bidders, taking into account the following factors: 

 
a. overall completeness and compliance with the Technical 

Specifications and Drawings; deviations from the Technical 
Specifications as given in the technical deviation sheet of its bid; 
suitability of the facilities offered in relation to the environmental 
and climatic conditions prevailing at the site; and quality, function 
and operation of any process control concept included in the bid. 
The bid that does not meet minimum acceptable standards of 
completeness, consistency and detail will be rejected for non-
responsiveness. 

 
b. achievement of specified performance criteria by the facilities 
 
c. type, quantity and long-term availability of mandatory and recommended 

spare parts and maintenance services 
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d. any other relevant factors, if any, listed in the Bid documents, or that the 
Owner  deems necessary or prudent to take into consideration. 

 
29.0 COMMERCIAL EVALUATION 
 
29.1 The Owner 's commercial evaluation of a bid will take into account, in 

addition to the bid prices indicated in Price Schedules, the following costs and 
factors that will be added to each Bidder's bid price in the evaluation using 
pricing information available to the Owner, in the manner and to the extent 
indicated in ITB clause 29.2 and in the Technical Specifications: 

 
a. the cost of all quantifiable deviations and omissions from the 

contractual and commercial conditions and the Technical 
Specifications as identified in deviation sheet of the bid. 

 
b. the functional guarantees of the facilities offered. 
 
c. the extra cost of work, services, facilities etc, required to be 

provided by the Owner  or third parties. 
 
29.2 Pursuant to ITB clause 29.1, the following evaluation methods will be fol-

lowed: 
 

a. Technical and Commercial Deviations 
 

The evaluation shall be based on the evaluated cost of fulfilling the Con-
tract in compliance with all commercial, contractual and technical obli-
gations under this bidding document. In arriving at the evaluated cost, 
the price for withdrawal of deviations shown in deviation sheet of the bid 
will be used if necessary. If such a price is not given, the Owner will make 
its own assessment of the cost of such a deviation for the purpose of 
ensuring fair comparison of bids. 

b. Functional Guarantees of the facilities  
 

(i) Bidders shall state the functional guarantees (e.g. 
performance, efficiency, consumption etc.) of the proposed 
facilities in response to the Technical Specifications. In 
case a minimum (or a maximum, as the case may be) level 
of functional guarantees is specified in the Technical 
Specifications for the bids to be considered responsive, 
bids offering plant and equipment with such functional 
guarantees less (or more) than the minimum (or 
maximum) specified shall be rejected. 

 
(ii) For the purposes of evaluation, the adjustment specified in 

the Bid Documents will be added to the bid price for each 
drop (or excess) in the responsive functional guarantees 
offered by the Bidder, below (or above) either a norm of 
100 or the value committed in the responsive bid with the 
most performing functional guarantees, as specified in the 
Bid Documents. 
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c. Work, services, facilities etc. to be provided by the Owner  

 
 Where bids include the undertaking of work or the provision of services or 

facilities by the Owner in excess of the provisions allowed for in the 
bidding documents, the Owner shall assess the costs of such additional 
work, services and/or facilities during the duration of the contract. Such 
costs shall be added to the bid price for evaluation. 

 
30.0 AWARD OF CONTRACT 
 
30.1 In the absence of pre-qualification, during preliminary examination of bids as 

indicated in clause 27.0 above, the Owner will determine to its satisfaction 
whether the Bidder selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated 
responsive bid is qualified to satisfactorily perform the Contract in terms of 
the qualifying requirements stipulated in clause7.0 of IFB and clause 
13.2.1(e) of ITB. 

 
30.2 The determination will take into account the Bidder's financial, technical and 

production capabilities, in particular its contracts, work in hand, future 
commitments and current litigation. It will be based upon an examination of 
the documentary evidence of the Bidder's qualifications submitted by the 
Bidder alongwith its bid, as well as such other information as the Owner  
deems necessary and appropriate. 

 
30.3 An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract 

to the Bidder. A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder's 
bid, in which event the Owner  will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid 
to make a similar determination of that Bidder's capabilities to perform 
satisfactorily. 

 

30.4 The capabilities of the vendors and subcontractors proposed to be used by 
the lowest evaluated Bidder will also be evaluated for acceptability. Their 
participation should be, confirmed with a letter of intent between the parties, 
as needed. 

 

30.5 Award Criteria 
 

30.5.1   Subject to ITB clause 31.0, the Owner will award, the Contract 
to the successful Bidder whose bid has been determined to be 
substantially responsive and to be the lowest evaluated bid, 
further provided that the Bidder is determined to be qualified 
to perform the contract satisfactorily. 

 

30.5.2   The mode of contracting with the successful bidder will be as 
per stipulation outlined in GCC clause 5.0.  

 

31.0 OWNER ’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL 
BIDS 

 
31.1 The Owner reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and to annul the 

bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of contract, 
without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or bidders or any 
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obligation to inform the affected Bidder or bidders of the grounds for the 
Owner’s action. 

 

32.0 NOTICES 
 

Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Documents/Contract/Order, all notices to 
be given shall be in writing, and shall be sent by personal delivery, airmail 
post, special courier, cable, telegraph, telex, facsimile or Electronic Data 
Interchange (EDI) to the address of the relevant party  with the following 
provisions: 
 

Any notice sent by cable, telegraph, telex, facsimile or EDI shall be confirmed 
within two (2) days after dispatch by notice sent by airmail post or special 
courier, except as otherwise specified in the Contract. 
Any notice sent by airmail post or special courier shall be deemed (in the 
absence of evidence of earlier receipt) to have been delivered ten (10) days 
after dispatch. In proving the fact of dispatch, it shall be sufficient to show 
that the envelope containing such notice was properly addressed, stamped 
and conveyed to the postal authorities or courier service for transmission by 
airmail or special courier. 

Any notice delivered personally or sent by cable, telegraph, telex, facsimile or 
EDI shall be deemed to have been delivered on date of its dispatch. 
 
Either party may change its postal, cable, telex, facsimile or EDI address or 
addressee for receipt of such notices by ten (10) days’ notice to the other 
party in writing. 
 
Notices shall be deemed to include any approvals, consents, instructions, 
orders and certificates to be given under the contract.
